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Pavements are for Pedestrians!
Irresponsible parking is making life increasingly
dangerous and difficult for pedestrians throughout
the parish. However, a major area for concern is
around the railway station and surrounding roads in
Shenstone. Concerned residents have contacted the
Parish Council to request support to crackdown on
this hazardous behaviour.

Jon Ratcliffe (Our Local Police Officer) reports:

‘As the local officer for your area | have been aware of
issues around parking for a couple of months. | have
had a site meeting with a representative from the
Highways Agency, and he agreed that there are safety
concerns at the site.

| have requested parking restrictions to be putin
place with limited waiting. This will take time as no-
tices have to be put in the press etc. When lines are
eventually put down | will be the person who enforces
them. Details have been given to the Highways
Agency of all the concerns reported by parishioners,
as these will support the implementation of a local
traffic order for restricted parking.’

An Open Afternoon was held on Sunday April 20th
from 1pm to 4pm which, despite the seriously in-
clement weather, was well supported.

September 17th 2007 was the day all the
Management Committee had been waiting for as
machinery arrived and, at last, a start was made on
the extension and redevelopment of the Recrea-
tion Ground.

All the hours of filling in grant application forms
seemed worthwhile and it was very exciting to
watch the new field take shape.

Now, in March 2008, all the landscaping has been
completed. The paths are in and so are lots of
heathers and over 2,000 trees and shrubs. This is
the end of Phase 1: it was completed on time and
within budget, and is all paid for. We are particu-
larly proud of our new seats, each one being made
from 2,000 re-constituted plastic bottles. We are
asking residents or local groups to sponsor these
seats and this will be acknowledged with a plaque
on the seat giving any details the donor requests.
Please let us know if you are interested in
sponsoring one of these environmentally friendly
seats.

We have had good support from the local school.
One very cold morning in November a community
group, including children from the school,

‘Spreading the heather in December 2007
- with schoolchildren from Little Aston!’

the ground was prepared. In December the clippings
were spread on a large area by the same group and
hopefully the seeds will drop and we shall have a
large heather bed for free - paid for in aching mus-
cles! After the spreading the children went on to
plant a copse of trees which will be suitably labelled.

The background work for Phase 2 is well under way.
Initially this will cover the provision of new play
equipment. We have raised the funds to cover this
and are in the process of getting tenders for the pur-
chase and installation of equipment. Hopefully we
shall be able to open the ground as soon as this is
installed - around the end of May or beginning of
June 2008.

The large grassed playing field will not be ready for
use until Spring 2009 in order to allow the roots to
get firmly established. Temporary fencing has been
erected around it and we hope the public will respect
this once we are open.
